Aims of the International Criminal Tribunal for the former Yugoslavia (ICTY)

The ICTY was established by the UN Security Council in 1993. Its main aims are:

to bring to justice the people mainly responsible for crimes against humanity,
including genocide;

to try to stop further war crimes by showing the world that individuals will be
prosecuted; ' '
to help restore peace by promoting good relations between former enemies;

to be even-handed and deal equally with war crimes committed by all sides.

SOURCE 1

Selected factual Information on the ICTY (2002)

Slobodan Milosevic, former President of the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia, was
the most high profile detainee. He was charged with crimes against humanity
including deportation, murder and persecution of thousands of people from
Kosovo.

Most of the other detainees were low ranking military personnel charged with
carrying out killings under the orders of more senior officials.

Most sentences handed out by the court have been between 2 years to 10 years
imprisonment. However, one person got 25 years and another got 40 years.

NATO WAR CRIMES IN YUGOSLAVIA

Milosevic and other Serbs are on trial for crimes against humanity, genocide and war
crimes. However, Serbian people remember the crimes committed by NATO during
its illegal campaign against Yugoslavia in 1999. NATO bombs, sanctioned by the
UN, killed more than 500 Serbian civilians.

The ICTY must be independent in its pursuit of war criminals. The vast majority of
people detained so far are Serbians. No-one working for the UN or NATO has been
charged. It must investigate the political and military leadership of NATO including
Bill Clinton and Tony Blair. Only then will the people of Serbia feel that real justice
has been handed out and peace can return to the country.

SOURCE 3

FRESH EVIDENCE OF WAR CRIMES IN YUGOSLAVIA

When the Serbians were forced to withdraw from Muslim areas of Bosnia, the
evidence of war crimes was there for all to see. They had embarked on a policy of
“ethnic cleansing” aimed at forcing the Muslim population out of certain towns and
areas. The worst massacre was the one at Srebrenica in 1995 where approximately
eight thousand Muslim males simply “disappeared”. By 2002, the commander of
the Serb forces responsible had not been arrested. In total, thousands of Serbians
took part in war crimes. ‘

More recently, the arrival of UN and NATO forces in Kosovo has uncovered more
evidence of war crimes. Once again, the Serbians had tried a policy of ethnic
cleansing — this time aimed against Albanians in the Kosovo region. The Serbian
government had released criminals from jails in Belgrade on condition that they join
para-military death squads. Thousands of Albanians were killed in Kosovo.

Many Serbians, the group who started the conflict, still support extreme political
groups. There are no plans to withdraw UN and NATO peacekeepers from the
former Yugoslavia at present — the situation remains very tense. The small number
of prosecutions by the ICTY leaves the people of Kosovo worried about the future.
