Dear Parent/Carer
After many years of meetings, work will soon start on the new Elgin Academy.  This is a very exciting time for the school, but will also be a busy time and there are some challenges that we will face while the new school is being built while we keep the school work going in the present building.  I want to let you know what will be happening over the summer, and what changes you can expect to see when the school returns in August.

From Monday 21 June the contractors, Stewart Milne Group, will be moving their site huts on to the site where they will build the new school, and the area will be surrounded by site security fencing to protect the site and to ensure that pupils attending the school are safe. They will build new accesses at Morriston Road so that construction traffic can get in and out of the site easily.  They will also start construction by stripping topsoil and digging foundations.  

I want to make sure that pupils travelling to school will be able to do so safely, and all pupils can help by choosing a safe route to walk or cycle to school, and parents who drive their child to school please be considerate of others when dropping off and picking up at the end of the school day. 

Pupils travelling by School Transport will be dropped off and picked up at the same car park as now on Morriston Road.  Pupils walking to school can still use the routes they normally use, by Morriston Road from the West, or across the bridge over the Lossie at Borough Briggs.  Pupils walking along Morriston Road from the East are encouraged to go via Duff Place to enter the school grounds by the gate in the fence behind Bishopmill Primary School.   

I will be sending out further updates from time to time to let you know progress on the work, and to let you know of any changes to the travel arrangements for pupils and visitors.  If you have any questions, please contact the school.  Thank you for your support.
