SCHOOL DRESS CODE

The vast majority of our students continue to represent the school very well with reference to the school dress code, and we know that the parent body as a whole is supportive of the dress code. However, there is a growing minority of pupils who are not complying with the code.

From Monday 24 October, directly after the October break, we will be putting in place a new system where we will ask register teachers to give pupils de-merits if they are not complying with the school dress code:

· Black trousers or skirt of any suitable style (optional school tartan skirt)


An increasing number of pupils are wearing black jeans, particularly in the ‘skinny’ style – this is not seen as part of the school dress code, and pupils will be given de-merits if they come to school in black jeans.      Also, many parents, members of staff and members of the public have commented on the length of some girls’ skirts. We would ask you to think about this; at this stage, we would like to avoid specifying a minimum length, but are sure that most parents are supportive of skirts not being too short.
· White shirt or blouse of choice

· School tie (red for S1-S4; striped for S5/6)


We will be expecting that students wear their ties properly i.e. the knot should be no more than around an inch from the collar. Many people have commented on the current fashion for wearing the knot very low down, which renders the tie almost meaningless.
· Black EA zip top or plain black jersey or cardigan of choice
· Black EA waterproof  jacket or suitable outer jacket of choice
· Black footwear

Jeans, coloured tops or trainers are not acceptable dress.

This will be explained to pupils at assemblies to be held during week commencing Monday 3 October.

This does not represent any change in the school dress code as it stands. We do not, however, wish standards to slip and are therefore introducing this more rigorous way of checking. Senior Leadership Team will also carry out ‘spot checks’ during the course of the day to see that pupils keep up the standard throughout the whole school day.

Our hope is that parents will be supportive of us trying to achieve a basic minimum standard. With regard to any possible changes or improvements to the dress code, this is something we will look at in consultation initially with the Parent Council.
