· Passing an external exam of 2 hours (100 marks).  Grades are awarded at A-C.

What is the external exam?

The external exam has 3 sections:

· 25 multiple choice questions (15 KU and 10 PS or PA)

· short answer questions (65 marks)

· 2 extended response (written) questions (10 marks – 5 marks each)

Core skills

By completing Intermediate 2 Biology you will also gain the 3 components of the Problem Solving Core skill and the Using Graphical Information core skill at Intermediate 2 level. 

Course Timing 

The whole course will be covered in one academic year.  Each unit is 40 hours work.

· Complete the course and gain the course award

· Complete the course award at an A or B pass and go on to study Higher Biology
