1. Basic introduction: type of presentation, drama form, number-in cast.-target-_ audience, location of theatre etc. Always justify your choices.

2. Storyline: Clear, concise summary of storyline including the main key characters involved.

3. You may discuss any conventions which were used and whether they were effective or not. Similarly, there may have been pieces of direction/movement/images created on stage which you think were particularly effective. Describe these and explain why you liked them/disliked them.

4. Select an actress/actor who you think performed very well or very badly. Explain in detail the performance e.g. use of voice, movement, and believability. Did they engage the audience, hold their attention, were they entertaining? WHY?? 

5. Theatre arts: Mention briefly the theatre arts used but select 2 main categories or effects which you think worked particularly well or particularly badly. Theatre Arts include: PROPS, MAKE-UP, SOUND, COSTUME, SET, and LIGHTING. You may also talk about special effects such as pyrotechnics, smoke machines etc.

6. Make sure you use the correct terminology e.g. gels, gobos, blocking, masking, tone, projection etc.

7. Conclusion: give overall summary of the points, whether generally you liked it or not and what the general audience reaction was. You may give suggestions for improvements
