Evaluation of Others A

Grade 1

A full evaluation which refers, in detail, to all aspects of the drama. All opinions are fully explained and justified.

Evaluation of Others B

Grade 2

This candidate also provides a detailed account of a drama performed by others, in that all aspects of the presentation are identified and evaluated. Opinions are stated, but not all are sufficiently justified.

Evaluation of Others C

Grade 3

This evaluation refers to several aspects of the drama and all opinions are justified. There is evidence of some insight eg, the simplicity of the design concepts and it is this which makes this evaluation a grade 3.

Evaluation of Others D

Grade 4

The candidate provides an over-detailed account of the plot and the references to design aspects, although justified, are too brief.

Evaluation of Others E

Grade 5

In this evaluation, reference to the performers and design aspects are stated but seldom justified.

Evaluation of Others F

Grade 6

There is an over-long explanation of the plot in this evaluation and there is no mention of design aspects. The references to the play's message secures this candidate a bare pass.
